Current Events

Each student will be responsible for presenting one current event during the year.  Students will be given the opportunity to sign up for the date and topic on which they would like to present at the start of the year.  Students may choose to work alone or with a partner.  Partners will receive the same grade for the presentation, however each must turn in their own essay.
Assignment: Research information about a current event, write a short report on it, and present your findings to the class.

What to research:

· What- is the situation?

· When- did this start/happen?
· Who- is involved?

· Why- did this happen? (Tell me what things might have caused this event.)

· Does this article show bias and if so, what is it?

· How does this impact the United States, why do we need to know about this?

· Future- what might come of this event (predict and analyze).

All information should be presented in a 5 paragraph essay typed, 12 point font (Times New Roman preferred), double spaced. Works Cited page must include the article.  (Graded out of 50 points)

How to present:

· Must have visuals (could be posters, collages, PowerPoint, models, Prezis, etc.)

· Must share information in essay verbally (do not read essay, discuss main points)

· Must ask audience for questions and lead class discussion of event

Presentation will be graded out of 50 points for a total of 100 for the whole assignment.
